     I want to start out with a small back story and reasoning behind why our 

family chose homeschooling. I must admit I have never had the desire to 

become a teacher or to homeschool. I love my profession as a nurse & loved 

even more the socialization and friends that came with my 3 children ages 13, 

11, and 7 being enrolled in public school.  

As COVID hit, and hybrid learning took off- my kids were left absolutely 

struggling, as I know many others were as well. I tried to help the best I could 

with 7 different apps to check multiple times a day, and submitting work for 

3 kids to 8 different teachers after my full-time job… It was rough to say the 

least. Then when September 2020 rolled around, they mandated mask 

wearing all 8 hours of the day and the bus rides to and from. This was 

absolutely unacceptable for my family. My children were often crying 

because they couldn’t breathe in the hot bus, or at the playground, they were 

not allowed to hug their best friends, or even eat lunch without having the 

mask on stay on their chin. They hated the idea of homeschooling because it 

ripped them from the socialization and friends that they spent every day with. 

I GET IT, it’s a hard decision- I quit the job I loved and worked hard for, 

withdrew my children from public school and their friends, enrolled them 

into homeschool, ordered the curriculum after countless hours researching 

which fit our family best, and we got started!  

   Here it is August 2021, about to start our second year & I don’t regret it one 

single bit! Now trust me there are times we have all wanted to pull our hair 

out, countless times I’ve had to use Khan Academy or Dr. Google to help my 

7th grader with her work (it has been a couple years since I was last in 7th

Facts about Delaware State Constitution

In the last edition of the Patriots for Delaware newsletter we went over how our constitution is 

unique in that it does not need to be ratified by the people, but rather a process that is voted on by 

the legislators in two consecutive assemblies and then proclaimed to the people. 

Prior to the constitution being proclaimed in September of 1776, we declared independence from 

Pennsylvania and Great Britain in June of that same year. 

The idea was that the newly formed state would be a separate sovereign country. 

 The newly formed constitution outlawed the importation of slaves, which was seen as immoral 

and unethical to many.  

Many of our founders realized that not only was slavery immoral for obvious reasons, but it also 

allowed an “elite” class to insulate themselves from having to hire workers at a fair wage.    

Our first constitution also stated that a person wanting to be in government had to profess a 

belief in the Holy Trinity.

“Moderate”, And “More Difficult”. Regardless of which one you write, it is important for our legislatures to know 

how you feel!!    

EXAMPLES:  

Dear Senator (Senators Last Name Here) ,  

     I am writing this letter today to please ask that you oppose Senate Bill 3 to help preserve our 2nd Amendment 

rights. The bill would add additional costs (fingerprinting, & purchaser card) that many people can not afford, that 

need to protect themselves and their family. Additionally, at this time COVID has also produced financial hardships 

for many citizens and would push them further away from safety and could be detrimental. I appreciate you taking 

the time to read this letter, and hope you take it into consideration.

grade). But the kids have grown to love the curriculum and flexibility (We love camping & have 

the ability to take the work with us), no wearing masks, they learn at their own pace, we get to 

teach them OUR values and principles, they play sports at various places which is great for the 

social aspect, and our school day is only about four hours long!  

 

   I can honestly say this is not permanent for us- the minute they take down these mask 

mandates, my kids want to get back to normalcy. However, I firmly believe we will not be heard 

without making a stand. The public school system operates on a budget and receives their 

funding as a per student/unit. The system cannot operate at only 80%. What does that mean you 

ask? It means if we withdraw 20% of the students- THE SYSTEM CAN’T FUNCTION! We 

must do this before they calculation of units, which should be by Sept. 30
th
. Therefore- if they 

don’t have the students- they don’t receive the money- they can’t operate- they will be forced to 

listen to the pleads of our children and the freedoms we were granted many years ago.

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How to Withdraw Child from Public School & create 
Homescho ol:  
 

1) You must first open/ create a nonpublic school  (homeschool)  
with  Delaware Dept. Of Education and enroll your children.  
¶ Visit:  

https://education.delaware.gov/fa milies/homeschools -and -
private -schools/  

I.  Click Apply  
II.  Confirm email address  

III.  Follow instructions within email  
(If your child is over 16 years old, you are not required to complete this step)  

¶ Log into the Nonpublic School Application via EdAccess. Select the Nonpublic School 
Application icon, select the +School blue button at the top of the page. Then select 
the type of NPS you are opening, enter the schoolôs demographic information, 
contact information, an d add student(s) to be enrolled. If you are opening a 
homeschool, make sure to link your students to a parent/guardian. Be sure to save 
and continue on each page, review the information one more time, and then submit. 
At this time, your nonpublic school request will go into a pending status.  

¶ Print or obtain a copy of the Acknowledgment Letter indicating that your NPS has 
been opened and your student(s) is/are enrolled. Public schools will not withdraw 
your child(ren) to a NPS without this Acknowledgement Letter.  

** The Delaware Department of Education (DDOE) reviews and approves or denies nonpublic school 

applications in the order that they are received.  

2)  Withdrawal From Public School  
¶ If your child(ren) withdraws from a Delaware public to enroll in a Delaware nonpublic 

school (homeschool or private school), that nonpublic school must be opened, and 
your child(ren) enrolled in that nonpublic school before your child(ren) is/are 
withdrawn from a Delaware public school. The DOE must be made aware of their 
nonpublic school status through nonpublic registration and enrollment, or the 
student will be considered truant in their previous public school.  

¶ Once your child(ren) is/are enrolled in an open Delaware NPS, you are required to 
provide the Acknowledgement Letter to the public school to withdraw your 
child(ren). Public schools will not withdraw your child(ren) to a nonpublic school 
without this acknowledgement document.  

¶ For multi-family homeschools and Private Schools, the schoolôs liaison will provide 
the parent/gua rdian with a copy of the Acknowledgement Letter.  

¶ If your student has not been enrolled in a Delaware public school because you are 
new to the state or now entering kindergarten, you do not need to withdraw from 
public school.

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                             Frequently Asked Questions: 
Q: How much time per day does this require? 

A: For us (3 kids, all different grades) about 4 hours per day, give or take depending on how   

    much sugar they snuck J 

Q: What Curriculum do you use?  

A: We currently use Masterbooks curriculum (Christian based). You can order these    

     books as a set based on grade level which makes it much easier to order. They   

     are easy to use and the older grades come with teacher guides included. We also    

    supplement part of the  day with online learning from a website called IXL and   

    ABC mouse for my younger child.

Q: What other curriculums are out there?  

A:   Abeka --(which is very popular and well -known textbooks), they are a bit more  

        pricey, Christian based & teacher resource guides are generally sold separately.

Q: How much does this cost?: 

A: It largely depends on what curriculum you intend to use. Ours using Masterbooks costs   

    about $250-300 per child/per year (and I also buy extra Science and History books, but    

   thatôs my choice & not required). IXL online learning is $27.95/month. ABC mouse is   

    $9.95/month. Both online platforms are totally optional.  

Q: How many days do the children have to attend? Do you Report Attendance?  

A: Yes, you report attendance at the end of the year (just how many days total). The DDOE does not require a 

specific number of days for nonpublic schools to be open during a school year. The DDOE does also not collect 
attendance information throughout the school year.  Many nonpublic schools will choose to model their school 

year similar to public schools, starting in September and remaining open for 180 school days. However, this is 

not a requirement and up to each individual nonpublic school.  
Q: Can I re-enroll my child back in public school if homeschool isnôt for us?  

A:  Absolutely! Be sure that the student(s) have been withdrawn from the nonpublic school. Log into EdAccess 

and re-print the Acknowledgement Letter found under Records which will now show that the student(s) have 
been withdrawn from the NPS. Take this document and an accurate portfolio, including tests, quizzes, 

assignments, report cards, etc. to the public school. An accurate portf olio will be helpful for re -enrollment in 

the public school, since it is the public schoolôs decision which grade level the student(s) is/are placed when re-
enrolled. You may wish to contact the public high school you intend to enroll your child(ren) to de termine what 

it may require.  
Single Family Homeschools:  The school administrator, often the parent or guardian, must:  

¶ Withdraw their student(s) from the homeschool  

¶ Re-print the Acknowledgement Letter showing the student(s) has/have been withdrawn  

¶ Take the Acknowledgement Letter and an accurate academic portfolio to the public school

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How Far Could This Go?

A State of Emergency and a Public Health 

Emergency are NOT the same and you need to 

know the difference.  

On March 12, 2020, Governor Carney issued the 

first State of Emergency for the Covid-19 illness. In 

Delaware, we’re used to State of Emergencies that 

effect travel and work due to the occasional snow 

storm. However, for most of us, the one issued on 

March 12, 2020 was the first of it’s kind.  We were 

told to wear a mask in our homes, not to visit our 

families during the Christmas season, and to keep 

our funerals to 10 people or less. Our children were 

forced to wear masks in school for 8 hours a day 

and in at least one case, a parent was threatened 

with arrest if she sent her daughter to school 

without a mask. Special needs children were denied 

in-person counseling and doctors appointments. 

Suicides, overdoses, drug, and alcohol abuse 

increased.  

After nearly 18 months of Covid restrictions, 

Governor Carney announced that he would be 

ending the state of emergency in part, due to the 

high percentage of Delawareans who had accepted 

the experimental Covid-19 shot. On July 17, 2021, 

Governor Carney ended the State of Emergency and 

implemented a Public Health Emergency in it’s 

place. We thought we were being awarded for our 

hard work and losses during the lock-downs, but 

after reading through the Public Health Emergency 

code, a different picture begins to emerge.  

The first item that caught my eye was only three 

down on the list. It gives the state government 

control over “(3) The location, procurement, 

storage, transportation, maintenance and 

distribution of essential materials, including medical 

supplies, drugs, vaccines, food, shelter and beds, 

including a plan (with identified personnel to be 

trained) to receive and distribute critical stockpile 

items and manage a mass distribution of vaccine 

and/or antibiotics on a 24 hours a day, 7 days a 

week basis.” (2 DE Code § 3142) 

Next was this: “(4) The continued, effective 

operation of the judicial system including, if 

deemed necessary, the identification and training of 

personnel to serve as emergency judges regarding 

matters of isolation and quarantine as described in 

this subchapter;” Read that again. “The 

identification and training of personnel”, not 

qualified judges,” to serve as emergency judges 

regarding matters of isolation and quarantine.” 

Reading further, I discovered subsection 13 where 

it’s stated, “(13) Ensuring that each county and city 

within the State identifies the following: a. Sites 

where persons can be isolated or quarantined, with 

such sites complying with the provisions of this 

subchapter regarding the least restrictive means for 

isolation and quarantine and the requirements for 

the safety, health and maintenance of personal 

dignity of those isolated or quarantined;” 

It seems as though the Public Health Emergency 

was a step closer to totalitarian government instead 

of a step away. That award we thought we were 

being given is instead a means for the state 

government to control everything we need to 

survive. Being Amish is making a lot more sense 

now, isn’t it?
